MOST 
scholarships require Direct 
Applications, which means the 
student is responsible for 
submitting the application 
independently.  Once grads 
know which schools they will 
apply to, they should search for 
scholarships at each university 
or college.  Search 
www.electronicinfo.ca for a 

chart that lists the scholarships at 
all Ontario universities.  Some 
scholarships are automatic, BUT 
some require an application as 
early as December!  Don’ t miss 
out on scholarship opportunities 
because you missed the deadline!

By the end of November, representatives 
from 23 universities and 3 community 
colleges will have visited SRB. The 
majority of these sessions were 
scheduled during the lunch period and 
were well attended.  In early September 
the Guidance Department provided 
students with a schedule for these visits. 
Also, the sessions were advertised on the 
announcements, the weekly calendar of 
events and the SRB website.  During 
these sessions, the liaison officers 
described the programs, the admission 
requirements, residence information, 
etc., and the students were given 
viewbooks from the various institutions. 
In addition to these school visits, 
students were advised of the Ontario, 
Atlantic, and Western information 
sessions which were held in various 

locations throughout the Ottawa region. 

Guidance counsellors visited grade 12 
classes and distributed the eINFO guide 
to Ontario universities. 
(www.electronicinfo.ca) 

The Guidance Department will be 
holding sessions in November to review 
the application process.  Students will be 
applying through SSOLA (Secondary 
School On-line Application). Students 
will need access to a computer with 
internet capabilities. There are 
computers in the school that can be used 
for this purpose. The actual submission 
of the application cannot begin until 
each student has received his/her PIN 
access code. These PIN numbers are 
expected to arrive in Guidance in late 
November.  Students will be required to 

sign for their PIN number in Guidance. 
A handout discussing the application 
process will be given out at this time. 
The fee to apply to OUAC (Ontario 
University Application Centre) is 
$115.00 which entitles the applicant to 
three program and/or university choices 
beyond which a $38 fee per additional 
choice applies.  The deadline to apply is 
January 13, 2010.   

Please note that this on-line application 
process applies to Ontario universities 
only.  Students applying to post-
secondary institutions outside of Ontario 
are responsible for acquiring and 
completing the appropriate forms.  
Students must inform the Guidance 
office in order for marks to be forwarded 
to institutions outside of Ontario.  
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Students will apply 
through the OCAS website 
at www.ontariocolleges.ca.  
Students are required to 
create a username and 
password to create an 
application account.  
Students must complete 
this application by 
February 1, 2010, but are 
encouraged to apply early.  
The $95 application fee 
entitles the applicants to 5 
program choices with a 

maximum of 3 choices of 
any given college.  
Students have had the 
opportunity to attend the 
College Information 
programs in the Ottawa 
area, the Algonquin Open 
House and sessions at SRB 
conducted by liaison 
officers from several 
community colleges in 
Ontario.  A representative 
from Algonquin College 
met with students at SRB 

on October 7, 2009.  
Students with be invited to 
attend an application 
session in November.  If 
parents would like further 
information, please contact 
the guidance counselor 
assigned to your child:
